Manager. If .375" pick up on high folio or if .125" head trim is omitted, there
will be a tipping charge. On inserts of less than four pages, a 4.5" bind-in
flap is required for stitching. A 5.5" x 3.5" stitch-in card can be run. A 4.5"
bind-in flap is required for stitching. If a card needs to tip, call Production
Manager for the minimum tipping size. Cost is $1,913, plus the mechanical
costs incurred will be billed.
